602 is to receive workshop attention and will be named George Formby as part of a sponsorship deal.

605 has been acquired by the Lancastrian Transport Trust for preservation. It was due to go on loan to the Wirral Tramway in Birkenhead.
607 is to join the national collection at the Crich Tramway Village and is currently undergoing attention in the Workshops before departure.

All trams (in this order 642, 641, 646, 643, 644, 647, 645 & 648) have undergone midlife overhauls. The first two had a different look featuring large destination boxes and roof advert boards and then from the third overhaul a total transformation in style was unveiled with flat windscreens. Then due to HSE concerns the front of 645 was changed again with more curved corners. And then the refurbishment of 648 was different again with the front completed in a sympathetic manner for future restoration to original style.
641, 642, 643 & 645are in plain base coats (either painted that way or the remnants of an all over advertising livery). 641 had Blackpool FC slogans added to the roof advert boards in May 2010 to support of the club ahead of the Championship Playoffs (which they consequently won and gained promotion to the Premiership).
644 lost half of its all advert in 2010 following the repaint of the end/side advertising Fleetwood Market into plain yellow, the Farmer Parrs Animal World half remains.

641 left Rigby Road depot early on 12th January 2012 for temporary outside storage at Kirkham Prison. It has been acquired by the Friends of Fleetwood Trams for their proposed developments in Fleetwood in the next few years. It will be removed from the fleet list at the next update.

643 left Rigby Road depot on 13th January 2012. The tram has been acquired by a caravan park in Broadwater (near Fleetwood) where it is expected to be used as a gift shop/cafe. It will be removed from the fleet list at the next update.

644 became the first of the Centenary Cars to leave Rigby Road depot on 11th January 2012 having been loaded the previous day. The tram has been purchased by Farmer Parrs Animal World where it is to be used possibly as a children’s play area. It will be removed from this fleet list at the next update.

646 has been acquired by the Friends of Fleetwood Trams.

700, 707, 709, 713, 718, 720 & 724 have all been fitted with the new centre porches to enable them to operate on the upgraded tramway.  711 & 719 are also expected to have the upgrade works before Easter 2012.
700 received a heritage refurbishment to Wartime standard in 1996. This included double destination blinds, original style interiors and window frames. The tram was originally fitted with a trolley but from April 2005 a Pantograph has been used for operational reasons. Although retaining many of these features the tram has now undergone further work to enable it to operate on the upgraded tramway.
707, 709, 718 & 724 have undergone rebuilds unofficially been called the “Millennium Class”. The main differences on these rebuilds have seen the ends become completely flat and new large indicators.
706 was rebuilt into an open topper and named Princess Alice for the 1985 Blackpool Tram Centenary. It was expected to receive transponders to operate in 2011 but due to other workshop commitments this does not now appear likely to happen as such it will not run this year. It is hoped that the tram will receive this treatment in time to operate from 2012 as it is due to retained as part of the “heritage fleet”.
707, 709 & 724 have retained their existing all over adverts following modification with the “porches” now also painted in the base coat of the livery and as such has been included as being reliveried.

717 underwent a major overhaul to near original condition, although with a few modern safety features. It is named Philip R Thorpe – who made a bequest to Blackpool Transport for the tram to be restored. The tram was originally fitted with a trolley but now carries a pantograph. It is expected to be retained by Blackpool Transport as a tram of interest post 2011.

700 & 706 (one end only) both carry traditional white on black destination blinds and their former number thanks to a private donation.
701 is in a plain base coat (the remnants of an all over advertising livery) and is adorned with Metro Coastlines vinyls leading to this livery being at least semi permanent.
719 is named Donna’s Dream House – a local charity.
704 & 715 are owned by the Lancastrian Transport Trust.
721 has been sold.

733+734 were officially relaunched on Thursday 14th May 2009 following a major restoration after a Heritage Lottery Fund grant of £278,000. The tram has been restored to original 1962 style externally including adverts for ABC Television but internally the carriage (former Pantograph 174) has been stripped back to show off its original Pantograph panelling. It has been withdrawn after the 1999 season.
736 returned to service in September 2004 following 3 years out of service and a major rebuild. The tram is expected to be readied for service in time for the Illuminations but has not yet turned a wheel in anger in 2011.
737 was officially renumbered in winter 2007/8 having previously been numbered 633 from 2001-2007.

OMO 8 returned to Rigby Road from the LTT’s Brinwell Road workshops on 13th September 2010. Following work the tram was able to undergo a test run during the Blackpool 125 Parade on 29th September. Further work has since taken place and the tram ran a couple of Private Hires at the start of November 2010.
Box 40 arrived in Blackpool in 1996 from the TMS collection for a 10 year stay, which has since been extended for a further 10.
Standard 143 was delivered to Rigby Road Works on Wednesday 18th August 2010 being unloaded the following day. The tram has undergone an extensive restoration by the LTT at their Brinwell Road workshops and now requires further work at the Rigby Road workshops, which is expected to take place in 2011.
Standard 147 returned to Blackpool from America after an absence of 33 years in two parts in October 2000. The tram was restored and returned to service in April 2002. It is named Michael Airey.
Coronation 304 returned to the resort on 9 June 2002 and was the star of the February 2003 Channel 4 program Salvage Squad. 

Vanguard 619 has roof advert boards attached and wrought iron sides. The tram is on loan to the Heaton Park Tramway, Manchester where it moved to on 15th June 2010 and is currently undergoing an overhaul and repaint and will become Heaton Park 7.
Coronation 660 has roof windows. The tram last underwent overhaul in 2004/5. It was originally expected that this tram would be part of the operational pool in 2011 but due to other workshop commitments Blackpool Transport are unlikely to be able to carry out this work in time. It is hoped this tram will undergo this work in time for the 2012 season as it is due to be part of the reained “heritage fleet”.
The dates in brackets refer to the year that these trams arrived in Blackpool for their current visit.

Cardiff 131 is on a brief loan from the Crich Tramway Village to assist in scrubbing the tracks between Starr Gate and Pleasure Beach for the start of testing of the new Flexity2 trams. If this is successful the loan may be extended to cover other parts of the line.
259 is owned by the Lancastrian Transport Trust. It is to start having a new underframe constructed in the Blackpool Transport workshops before it is moved to the LTT’s own depot for further work.
260 has received a new braking system, similar to that fitted to 750.
750 underwent a rebuild/overhaul Summer 2004 – believed to be its first ever!
938 is a Brecknell Willis Overhead Inspection vehicle, which has previously seen use on the Midland Metro system.
939 originally arrived in December 2002. However it had to leave Blackpool for modifications before finally entering service summer 2004. It is a Mercedes Benz Unimog with a bucket hoist.

FLEXITY2

Full details to follow. The first tram was delivered to Blackpool on Tuesday 29th August and was officially launched on Thursday 8th September. It is numbered 001. A further 3 trams have since been delivered to Blackpool and these are believed to be 004, 005 and 002 (in that order) – unfortunately none of these have had numbers fitted!
In the late 1950s, then General Manager, Joe Franklin went on a visit to continental Europe to see how the tramways there were adapting to the modern climate. He came back with the idea of two trams coupled together, although in retrospect it may have been more beneficial if he had gone with the idea of articulated tramcars. Originally two English Electric Railcoaches were rebuilt with flat ends, with all the driving equipment removed from one of them and they operated like this for a couple of years. Then it was decided to rebuild 8 additional railcoaches and purchase 10 brand new trailer cars. For many years 3 of the rebuilt railcoaches ran on their own whilst 7 twin cars remained as pairs but after the 2004 season two of the class were stored out of service after a downsize of the fleet. Further fleet reductions have seen the operational sets down to just two for 2011.











When Walter Luff became General Manager he set about modernising the tramway and this involved the introduction of revolutionary new trams. Among four new designs were the Modern Toastrack which became known as the Boat Car. No 600 was the first to arrive as a Prototype and was soon followed the remaining 11 members of the class, although just 5 remain in Blackpool today (and only 1 of these is likely to operate in 2011.).

After the closure of the Lytham and St Annes Tramway, Luff found that there was a shortfall of trams for the busy illumination period. So he ordered a further 20 tramcars, to a similar design of the English Electric Railcoaches although this time built by Brush. The class was decimated after the 2004 season and currently only three of the trams are considered operational.

Following the relative success of the OMO Cars it was decided in the early 1980s that brand new One Man Operated Trams were required for all year usage. The original intention was for there to be 10 of the class but this was later changed to just 8. The cars have now undergone mid-life overhauls having been unreliable in the past with frequent failures whilst in service.

Today the mainstay of the fleet the first of the Balloon cars were open-topped and were intended to replace the veteran Dreadnought cars by Walter Luff. Again coming from English Electric the first twelve were all originally open-top with the remainder arriving with top deck covering. During the war the open-top members were covered and all remained this way until 706 was restored for the 1985 Centenary. Two of the class were converted to Jubilees in the last 1970s/early 1980s whilst one was scrapped (705). Like the rest of the fleet the Balloons have not been immune to the reduction in the fleet with many examples being sold and one scrapped (722) in recent years. Nine trams are expected to be converted for operation on the upgraded tramway with enlarged centre entrances and 706 and 717 likely to be retained as part of the heritage fleet.
